Obligation and Right regarding applying a UN Regulation

The term “Applying a UN regulation” (Article 1)
A UN regulation enters into force for a Contracting Party. Contracting parties have the
possibility to keep their own national / regional legislation.

Obligation

All CPs applying UN regulations shall accept approvals granted pursuant to the latest
version of that UN regulation
(Article 1.2 and Article 12.5)

Additional obligation : If a CP choses to grant type approval

» It has the obligation to verify that the products it has type-approved satisfy the
arrangements for conformity of production (COP); (Article 2.1, Schedule 1)

» It has the obligation, in the case the product it has type-approved does not
comply with the UN Regulation, to ensure that all necessary steps are taken to

restore conformity of production as rapidly as possible. (Article 4.1, Schedule 6)
