Classification of New Motor Vehicle Models

As the Philippines is not a vehicle manufacturing country, it does not implement a Type-
Approval system. Instead, the Land Transportation Office (LTO) is responsible for
classifying new vehicle models three months prior to their market release. This procedure
is carried out in accordance with Section 5 of Republic Act No. 8794.

In November 2022, the Philippines officially acceded to the

UN 1958 Agreement on vehicle regulations. This is our key

strategy to fully harmonize Philippine standards with

international UN Regulations.

The Committee on the Harmonization of Vehicle

Standards and Regulations (CHVSR) is the key technical

body being convened to revitalize activities and

recommend UN Regulations for adoption as Philippine

National Standards.

Department of Trade and Industry (DTI-BPS) has adopted 64 UN Regulations as

Philippine National Standards (PNS), 47 of which were promulgated in 2025.
