4. TRAVEL DOCUMENTS AND HEALTH PROTOCOLS 

 

 

4.1. Nationals from countries listed under Cambodia’s visa exemption agreements 
may enter Cambodia for tourism or business purposes without a visa for a stay 
not exceeding thirty (30) days, provided they hold a valid return or onward 
ticket. All travelers must ensure their passports are valid for at least six (6) 
months beyond the intended period of stay.

4.2. Nationals from countries not covered under Cambodia’s visa exemption 

agreements are required to obtain a visa prior to travel or upon arrival in 
Cambodia. Eligible travelers may apply for an e-Visa online in advance 
through the official government portal, or apply for a visa on arrival at 
designated entry points. Visa requirements, processing times, and fees may 
vary depending on nationality and purpose of visit.

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4.4. All arriving passengers (foreign and Cambodian nationals) are required to 
complete an online travel declaration through the Cambodia e-Arrival (CeA) 
system at least 24–72 hours prior to arrival. This replaces paper-based forms 
upon entry and exit.

4.5. Travelers are not required to present travel or health insurance for entry into 
Cambodia. However, visitors are encouraged to obtain travel insurance for 
their own peace of mind. 

 

4.6. Upon arrival in Cambodia, delegates are required to present the official event 
invitation to immigration authorities to confirm the true purpose of travel. 
Travelers without a valid event purpose or official invitation may not be 
allowed entry.

Khmer is the most spoken language, where English is the 
second language. 

Telecommunication 
SIM cards can be purchased at the airport or at mobile 
phone stores. A passport can be used as identification. 

Electricity 

The standard voltage is 220V and the standard frequency is 
50Hz. The power plugs and sockets used in Cambodia are 
of type A, C, and G. Delegates are advised to bring their 
own adapters and converters. 

In the hotel rooms, sockets like the one below are provided, 
which are compatible with multiple plug types 

 

 

 

Currency 

The unit of currency is the Cambodian Riel (KHR). The 
approximate exchange rate is USD 1.00 = KHR 4,100 (as of 
August 2025). 

However, the US Dollar (USD) is widely accepted and 
commonly used alongside the Riel for most transactions in 
Cambodia. Foreign currencies can be easily exchanged at 
airports, banks, or licensed money changers.
